During this time he also constructed many cabinets for various persons in the Community. 

In 1986, Murray built his home in Watering Place, of which he was so proud to call home.
And in 1992, Murray build his own wooden boat from scratch of which he used for several years to fish and 
provide for his family.

He was married to Carol Peynado on the 16th May 1992 and out of the union three children were born, Col-
burn Murry Martin born 19th October 1991, Graham Mohanty Martin born 28th October 1992, Lucille Carol 
Manjushree Martin born 7th April 1994. 

In 1997 Murray went to Little Cayman to work for 4 months to build the first phase of the Health Care Clinic, 
after which he returned to the Brac to work on several construction projects. 

From 2004 – 2008 Murray worked along with his Nephew, Corlan for the Bodden family in Grand Cayman 
and returned home each weekend to be with his family.

Murray loved to fish, farm, hang with friends and family, he was a joyous person who loved to cook and eat 
all of his favorite foods. 

In the later years Murray worked on several construction projects and will always be remembered as a 
skilled carpenter.

In May 2019, Murray’s first grandchild Gioanni was born and was the apple of his eye he loved spending 
quality time with “Gio” and would call him each night before Gio went to bed.

Murray passed away unexpectedly on the 29th September 2020 and was proceeded in death by his parents,
